Operating Instructions
Tank Preparation

1 Check to make sure that there is no pressurized air remaining in the tank before attempting to remove
the lid. Do this by checking the pressure gauge and if necessary opening the release valve
anticlockwise until the pressure bleeds down to zero. /Fig. 2

2 Loosen thumb screws then release the swing bolts to allow the lid to be
removed.

3 Pour previously prepared (see below) material into tank.

4 Replace lid and tighten shut using the sequence shown in Fig. 2.

5 Connect air supply hose the air inlet. It is advisable to install an air filter

between the hose and the air inlet. This will remove and impurities from the air. \

6 Connect air hose to air outlet.

7 Connect the fluid hose the fluid outlet.

8 Turn air regulator clockwise to the correct reading, check lid is correctly seated on tank to prevent any
leaks.

9 Turn on air and fluid outlets.

10 Air atomization at the spraygun can by adjusted with the valve on the spraygun, alternatively you can
attach an mini regulator on the guns air inlet to achieve the same results.

1" Operate you spraygun according to the instructions included with it.

CAUTION Regularly check the safety valve. Do not attempt to repair or adjust the safety valve. It is set
at 60PSI to prevent over pressurizing the tank.

Surface Preparation

To obtain the best results, it is important that you prepare the surface to be sprayed and thin the paint to the cor-
rect viscosity before you start work. Always ensure that the surface to be sprayed is free from dust, dirt, grease
and other foreign bodies. Always mask the areas around the areas to be sprayed using good quality masking
tape. The paint to be sprayed should be suited to the task and compatible with your spraygun. There should be
no lumps or other particles. Make sure that you have a properly working strainer. Many substances can be
sprayed with this gun buy it is important that you check with your paint supplier before purchasing your paint. Itis
very important that you check the panel for signs of silicone contamination before starting work.

Thinning

Most paints are supplied ready for the type of application and applying technique but may have to be thinned for
use with your spraygun. Always follow the paint manufactures advice on thinning paint. A viscosity cup will help
you determine the correct viscosity of the paint to be used. To measure the viscosity of the paint fill the cup to the
brim and measure the length of time it take to empty. The table below shows the recommended times for differ-
ent materials. Please note that this is intended as a guide only and you should advice from your paint supplier.

Plastic & Latex 24-28secs Water based Paint 20-25secs
Primers 24-28secs Varnishes 20-25secs
Oil based paints 18-22secs Enamel paints 18-22secs
Aluminium paints 22-25secs Car underseal 25-35secs
Wood sealers 28-35secs Wood preservatives Not required
Wood stains Not required

If the paint takes longer than the recommended time to empty, further thinning is required. Mix a small quantity of
the appropriate thinner and use the viscosity cup again until the required figure is achieved. Some paints contain
lumps and particles and these should be strained before use.

Never start or stop the gun whilst it is aimed at the workpiece. Too fast a pass will give a thin and patchy coat
whilst too slow a pass will result in a heavy coat. Apply one coat at a time and observe manufacturers drying
times before applying the next coat or finishing/polishing.

Do not tip the gun more that 45".

Maintenance

This tank must be throughly cleaned out after each use to ensure and long lift, ease of maintenance and
to reduce to likelihood for unplanned downtime.

Turn of air inlet and fluid outlet valves off.

Release all pressure remaining in the tank.

Loosen thumb screws and pull back swing bolts and move the lid assembly to one side of the tank.
Loosen air cap retain ring on the spraygun about 3 turns.

Cover the air cap on the spraygun and pull the trigger, this will force any remaining material back into
the tank.

Empty the material into a suitable container for storage according HSE requirements.

Use a suitable cleaning agent to throughly clean the tank.

Once cleaned, fill the tank with cleaner. If using a waterbased paint, fill the tank with water. If using
solvent paint, use solvent cleaner.

9 Reattach the lid using the method described above and turn on air supply and fluid outlet.

10 Operated the spraygun until clean water/solvent appears.

1" Repeat steps 1-5 in order to force the solvent back into the tank.
